“This site has an undoubted significance to both Aboriginals and Europeans in the District. But also has considerable significance in a wider context. Massacres of Aboriginals were a common feature of the contact period. This one however resulted in the bringing to justice of criminals. The first such event in Australian History and not one which has been repeated.”

Statement of Significance:


This Site has considerable historical, social and symbolic importance for both Aboriginal and European Australians as the first massacre of Aborigines where the white criminals were brought to justice as such. It not only represents a typical facet of early European Aboriginal contact, but the attempts which Government made to see that Aborigines and whites were treated equally under the law.

The Precise location of the site is still doubtful. At present it is thought perhaps to have been on the eastern slope of a small hill, bordered to the north by the main road (Bingara-Delungra) and the Myall Creek and to the west by the Whitloe Road. It is on this station however that the Myall Aborigines were camped, and later slaughtered.
